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ABSTRACT

Although the primary motivation for participation in recreation is personal

enjoyment, it may result in intellectual, physical and social growth of an

individual.

Different approaches have been used in the planning and development of
recreational facilities, they are however, found to be inadequate for sustainable

recreational development.

This study assesses the limitations of the policies and approaches to the
planning and development of recreational facilities in Jalingo. It suggests major
shortcomings in the planning policies and approach, culminating into inadequacy

of recreational facilities in Jalingo town.

In view of the above shortcomings, an appropriate approach is adopted and
planning proposals made. It is proposed that the plan would be implemented in
3 phases. It is to involve the public, private and voluntary organisations. A

coordinating body has also been proposed.

CHAPTER ONE

DESIGN OF THE STUDY

1.10 THE RESEARCH PROBLEM AND JUSTIFICATION
Planning I'for recreation have placed emphasis on physical resources,
activity and behavioural patterns of individuals to the neglect of the
economic components. Shalfanda (1982) proposed a multi-functional
and multi-stage recreation centre for Yola, basing his proposals on the
physical resources available. Ipinnawa J.0. (1977) uses the activity

and traditional approach to plan for facilities in Zaria.

Also planners have been concermned with preparation of recreational
plans conventionally based on the estimates of requirements
determined merely by the use of standards. The economic setting is
missing. The plan for Abuja (1979), for instance makes provision for
five recreational hierarchies, between the National and
Neighbourhoods levels with their corresponding facilities using the
conventional (traditional) approach. Studies by Enekebe N.C. (1988)
and Atara B.G. (1990) have shown that the approach has proved in

adequate and unrealistic.

In Jalingo, like most urban centres of Nigeria, provision was made for
recreation from the neighbourhood to the city levels (jalingo master

plan 1992). It was proposed that about 100ha be developed for that
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purpose by the year 2000. However, till date (1998) few facilities have
been developed which together cover just about 10ha. Spaces
reserved for recreation have been overtaken by other developments.
Existing facilities are therefore inadequate even though the

requirement is high based on the population of the city.

This study investigates the nature and reasons for the inadequacies,
as well as the limitations of the existing policies and approaches in the

planning and development of recreational facilities.

Based on this, the study attempts to answer the following guestions:
(1) Why has the development of recreational facilities in Jalingo been
inadequate?

(2) What are the policies and strategies needed for the sustainable

development of recreational facilities in Jalingo?

AIM AND OBJECTIVES

The aim and objectives of this study are: -

AIM: To Asses the limitations of existing policies and approaches to
the planning and deveiopment of recreational facilities in Jalingo as a

basis for making planning proposals for its sustainable development.
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OBJECTIVES:

(1) To examine the concept and role of recreation in urban
development and review the approaches to the planning of urban
recreational facilities.

(2) To review the existing policies and approaches to the planning
and development of recreational facilities in Jalingo and asses the
pattern of development of existing facilities in Jalingo town.

(3) To examine the potentials for the development of recreational
facilities in Jalingo.

(4) To recommend the most appropriate approach to the
sustainable development of recreational facilities and make planning

proposals for Jalingo town.

LIMITATIONS

The study will focus on the limitations of the policies and approaches to
the planning and development of recreational facilities in Jalingo; the
patterns of existing facilities are also considered. The study also
identifies an appropriate approach to the sustainable development of

recreational facilities in Jalingo.



1.4.0 DATA COLLECTION AND ANALYSIS MATHODS

1.4.1 DATA COLLECTION TECHNIQUES

To achieve the stated objectives data was collected from various

sources using the following methods:-

(i) Informal interview with officials of the Ministry of

Information, Youths, Sports and Culture, lands and

surveys, the tourism board and the Taraba State Urban

Planning and Development Authority. This is to ascertain

their programmes pertaining to development

recreational facilities within the town.

(i)  Review of the Jalingo master plan to obtain information

on propasal for recreation.

(i)  Field observations for the conditions and spatial analysis

of recreational facilities.

(iv)  The Questionnaire method:

Questionnaires were administered in residential

recreational areas, the questionnaires provided data on the

social and economic characteristics of the population, their

preferences as well as their satisfaction with regard to the

existing recreational facilities. In recreational areas, a random

sampling method was adopted, 120 questionnaires were

administered on participants in recreational areas. This served

the purpose of seeking their opinion, level of satisfactions as

well as the problem encountered as a resuit of using the facility.
The interview also serves as an inventory - taking of

recreational facilities within Jalingo.

in administering the questionnaire in the residential areas, a

systematic random sampling method was adc:pted using 2% of
the 18, 149 Hoﬁsed—holds within Jalingo metropolis source:
(N.P.C Office Jalingo). The six residential wards in Jalingo
served as the sampling frames, overall 363 house-hold
- gquestionnaire were administered, this was based on 2% sample

of the {otal house-hold in each ward.

Analysis of data was done using statistical methods. The result was
presented in both tabular and graphical forms like bar charis, pie

charts, etc.

Organisation of the Thesis Report

The thesis is organised into three parts; the first part covers the
research design and the theoretical component/literature review, which
involves the concept and role of recreation in urban development,
factors influencing the development of recreation as well as the various

approaches to recreational planning. These fulfil objective 1.

' The second part of the report reviews the policies and programmes for
recreational development in the study area as well as the assessment
of the pattern of development of existing facilities, this is the empirical
component of the study. The potentials for the development of
recreational facilities were also discussed in this section: inferences
were drawn from the analysis, these covers chapters 3 and 4 fulfilling

objectives 2 and 3. The planning and implementation proposals based

on an appropriate approach was discussed in chapter 5 (five) in
fulfilment of objective four, forming the third and final parts of the

report.
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CHAPTER TWO

THE _CONCEPTS AND ROLE OF RECREATION IN _URBAN
DEVELOPMENT

CONCEPTS OF RECREATION:

In its widest sense, recreation is the process whereby individuals and
communities renew and refresh themselves by pleasant occupations,
anﬂ;;ements and entertainment, both physical and mental after work or
study. According to Clawson and Knetch (1966), "Recreation is basically a
renewal or preparation for routine/necessary work or means of escape from
it". The main purpose of recreation is to revitalise people so that they may
sefficiently return to activities which are economically and/or intellectually
gainful. The distinguishing characteristics of recreation is not the activity
itself but the attitude with which it is undertaken. This approach shows how
recreation contrasts with work which is done mainly for the purpose of
existence and subsistence. Pilgnm (1983,30 states that "recreation is
considered to be activity voluntarily undertaken primarily for pleasure and
satisfaction during leisure time". Amnold (1985) suggests that the meaning of
"recreation” is taken to represent the re-creation or revitlisation of the
individual after participation in certain activities, a value or worth is attributed

to "recreation” in the sense that creativity is good and non-creativity is bad.

Partmore (1983) describes recreation as a specific activity undertaken in
leisure time. Chub and Chub (1981) considers recreation to be "any type of

conscious enjoyment”. Hutchinson (1949, 17) defines recreation as "a

worthwhile socially acceptable leisure experience providing immediate
inherent satisfaction to the individual who voluntarily participates in the
activity”. In Burtons (1971), recreation is defined as "activily which man
engages in during his free time which does not include work, nor does it
include certain personal and societal obligation that all people have, such as
sleeping and washing". Burtons then explained that recreation is any
pursuits other than those associated with work and necessary tasks of a
MI and societal nature, which a person undertakes freely for purpose

of relaxation or entertainment or for his own personal or social development.

Meyer and Bright Bill (1956) attempted to identify the basic characteristics of
recreation to them recreation involves activity"...be it physical, mental or
emotional and it has no single form as the range of activities people enjoy
during leisure is almaost limitless. The notion of recreation providing personal
well-being was further developed by Gray and Gliben (1974) who suggested
that the recreation and park profession considers recreation to be "an
emotionai condition within an individual human being that flows from a feeling
of masterly achievements exhalation, acceptance, success, personal growth

and pleasure. It reinforces a positive self image.

Buitler (1959) defined recreation as "any activity which is not consciously
performed for the sake of any reward beyond itself, which is usually

engaged in during leisure, it offers man an outlet for his physical, mental and

creative powers and he engages in because it elicits from him a pleasurable
and satisfying response”. Seelay (1973) attempted a summary of this view,
he defined recreation as any form of experience or activity in which an
individual engages from choice because of personal enjoyment and
satisfaction which he receives”. These two concepts as well as others
identified the personal nature of recreation and these indicates why the
concepts or recreational activities are as diversified as the interest of man.
Recreation as determined by motivation is fundamentally an attitude of the
mind and occurs in "un obligated" time. Engagements in recreational
pursuits is entirely voluntary as the moment participation becomes
compulsory, the activity ceases to be recreational. Recreation is universally
practised and sought and can take place in a variety of settings, can be
organised or un-organised, enjoyed alone or in groups. Recreationists are
often quite serious when absorbed in activities from which they secure

satisfaction and pleasure.

Finally, it has a by-product in that recreation can reward the participants in
terms of intellectual, physical and social growth, better health, improved
citizenship and in other qualities of personal development’. This approach

encompasses various concepts that have been mentioned earlier on.

Some definitions of recreation however extend to cover the concept of

leisure. Both have been defined as un-obligated activity. Wrenn and Hardy

(1941) for instance defined recreation "as what a person finds pleasure in
doing when he is not paid for it and does not feel any other kind of obligation
to do it". The International Study Group on Leisure and Social Services
defined leisure as consisting of a number of occupations in which the
individual may indulge of his own free will either to rest, to amuse himself, to
add to his knowledge and improve his skills disinterestedly, and to increase
his voluntary participation in the life of the community after discharging his

professional, family and social duties.

Dumazedier (1962) also defined leisure as "activity to which an individual
may freely devole himself outside the needs and obligations of his
occupations, his family and society, for his relaxation, diversion... and
personal development”. These concepts view recreation and leisure as
synonymous. However, there are three elements in the conception of
leisure; leisure as time, leisure as activity, and leisure as a combination of
both. In terms of time, leisure can be seen as a residual after "necessary”’
activities have taken place. These "necessities" include sleeping, eating for
survival, personal hygiene and work if any. In terms of activity, conversely,
leisure encompasses actlivities which are characterised by a feeling of
comparative freedom (Parker 1976). "Recreation" therefore represents a
part of "leisure" but not all leisure is devoted to recreation. A leisure activity
becomes recreational if the motive is enjoyment and personal satisfaction

and the performance of the activity has its own appeal .
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In this context, recreation is any activity undertaken for enjoyment in one's
leisure time, at will and which refreshes the mind and body. it could be

passive or active and achieves desirable results.

RECREATIONAL FACILITIES

Recreational facility is any medium offering the opportunity to participate in
recreation. it provides places for people to go and equipment to use for their
recreational pursuits. Dower et al (1981) noted that resources must be
utilised to provide facilities. Clawson and Knetch (1971) outlined three
categories of recreation area; resource based, intermediate and user based.
The first of these refers to natural resources where recreational activities
take place, such as rivers and scenic areas, the last one refers to facilities
specifically developed for recreation and leisure aclivities such as sport
complexes and swimming pools, the middle categary relates to facilities
between the extremes, such as country park, close to urban centres where

the environment has been modified if not created.

Leisure and recreation facilities thus include any resource used to facilitate

leisure and recreation. Table 2.01 shows a taxonomy of recreation facilities.

and invariably spend less on sickness, because you go less to hospitals. In
addition, it has been generally agreed by medical scientists that physical

activity could help in weight and coronary disease control.

Intellectual Growth Through Recreation

In many ways, recreation contributes to the individual intellectual growth.
This is possible through varied participation in recreational habits, most
especially those related to hobbies such as reading, arts, music, drama,

nature study, etc.

A dosage of physical activities in form of recreation have been found to be
useful in some countries like the United States of America in improving the
mental performance of retarded children, Krans (1971). Rainwater (122)
also noted that good mental health is directly related to the capacity and
willingness of an iﬁdividuai to play regardless for his objectives, resistance or

past experience.

Emotional Contribution

Recreation contributes to the emotional development of an individual by
providing a useful means of channeling the emotional and psychological
development of an individual by helping to establish and reinforce positive
and realistic self image, offering both pleasure and sense of personal

creative accomplishments.  Riddick and Daniel (1984) found that
VM‘S“},.’
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recreational activity participation emerged as the strongest contributing
factor to the life satisfaction of older women. Russell (1987) also found that

life satisfaction increased as participation in recreational activities increased,

Social Values of Recreation

Recreation provides the opportunity for people to overcome sense of
isolation by joining social groupings. Group participation offers a realistic
training ground for both cooperation and competition. sports in particular are
seen as playing an important role in character development. It teaches us
how to accept group rules, it imposes self discipline and subordinates our
wishes when necessary, to the desire of the overall group. In sports also,
individuals make contributions in their communities by representing their
local areas of interests. Such areas may be a nation, a state, a local
government or a scheol. This could be done as membérs of a team or.as
individuals. Through such activity, the pride of the community is promoted.
Ancther value of recreation is its potential in preventing or reducing juvenile
delinquency in youth. Physical activity helps to burn up excess energy of the
youth thereby keeping them off streets, where they may be exposed to
cnminal influences and drugs. Claims by the United Stéles Secretary of
States for the Environment (1977) states that Simple facilities for recreation
for young people helps improve life for many who would otherwise be

attracted to delinquency'and vandalism. Recreational aclivities may reflect a

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people's culture and way of life, they are thus encouraged for future

consumption by younger and unborn generations.

Economic Values

Recreation has an economic value, some recreational activities like
cinemas, football games, whether privately or publicly owned may generate
income for the owner of the facility. This is achieved through gate takings,

equipment hire, club dues, etc.

Environmental Values

The provision of recreational facilities in an area improved the aesthetic
qualities of the environment. Where natural features like mountains, water
bodies, plants and animals are left for the purpose of recreation, they play a
vital role in encouraging the preservation of natural resources and promoting
a healthier environment. Within an urban area, these areas include picnic

sites, forests reserves, Golf-courses, botanical garden and parks.

Recreation is in many respects a significant domain of life its importance
though derives not from quantity alone but from its intimate inter-
connections with the quality of pecples lives and their environment. It is
therefore as much a part of life as work and it plays an equally important part

in man's development.



230 FEACTORS INFLUENCING THE DEVEL OPMENT OF RECREATION

Several faclors influence the development of recreation and recreational

activities. These factors are not mutually exclusive from one another. They

inciude physical, ., cultural, economic and social factor,” like

educational level, mobility and time, etc.

Physical Factors:

Physical factors classified as land and water bodies have been
particularly important determinants in pattem of recreational activities.
Land (space) IS needed for almost alf kinds of recreational activities
like mountaineering, picnic areas, zoos, forests, games reserves efc.
Water falls, beaches, picnic areas are some recreational facilities
located close to water resource, Thus physical resource location

i.nﬂuence the development of recreational facilities.

Socio-Cultural Factors

Socio-cultural factors such as age, sex and to some extent religion

influence the pattern of recreation of groups or community.

Age: Age affects the type of recreational pursuits of an individual.

The youth on the average participate in active recreation more than

older people. Burton (1970) pointed out that ages between 18-25

years have maximum participation in out door recreation activities,

, it declines progressively with age. QOlder peaple prefer

passive recreation while children are attracted or influenced by
colours in the recreational equipment provided. Un expectedly

children may be disadvantaged in terms of access to recreational

opportunities.

Sex:- Another factor affecting recreation is the sex of participants.
Once again Burton(1970) points out, the sex affects the "type" rather
than the "level” of participation in recreational activities; Traditionally,
games such as boxing, soccer are associated with males, while
games such as hand ball and valley ball with females. Females may
be constrained by domestic responsibilities, a shortage of free time,
gender stereotypes and expectations. It has been established that
except for individual of less than 10 years old, males of all age-group

have more leisure time than females (Gold 1980).
Religion:- Religious beliefs encourages or discourage certain
recreational activities. Islam for instance, discourage females from

over exposing their bodies.

Economic Factors:-

Income level has some bearing on to the level and type of

participation in recreation. There is a strong correlation between

income and recreation. Those with higher income are more Iikely to
participate more frequent'yin recreational activities, This is more so
with recreational pursuits such as polo, golf, that require substantial
amount of money for equipment. The unemployed may have time in
large measure batlimited means to enjoy it Vehicle ownership is very
important as mobility for recreation and it is a factor of income, the
ability to pay for public transport regularly as well as recreational
g ate taking

equipments related dues and levies or are all factors of

income as well.

Educational Factors

Educatior level shows some relationships with leisure patterns. it
affects both type and level of participation. Studies carried afidt by
Shaifanda (1982) and Inusa (1985) in Yola and Kaduna respectively

have shown that those with western education tend to prefer modemn

- over indigenous recreational activities and vice- versa. As regards 1o

level of participation, a study carried out by outdoor Recreation
Resource Review Commission (ORRRC) in U.S.A. found that those
with college education engaged in greater number of outdoor
recreational activities than those with less education. The contention
here is that, higher education exposes one to a variety of ideas and
experience which broadens leisure interest and promote a variety of

recreational habits

Time
Recreational activity uses time, time is therefore an important factor
in participation. Long uninterrupted period of time may be necessary
for participation. In Nigeria, the eight (8) hours 5 day working week
with two (2) free days at the weekends enjoyed by Government
employees provide time for some to devote to recreation. In addition
National and religious holidays have helped in providing fime

especially for others to participate in recreation.

Mobility:-

Transportation influence the level of participation in recreation. It is
one thing to have a recreational facility developed at a place and it is
another thing for people to get there. Therefore people with means of
mobility will tend to visit such centres more frequently that those
without. In a sltudy on use of recreational facilities in Lagos, Jegede
(1981) established lack of transport as one of the most serious

reasons for lack of participation in recreational pursuits in Lagos.

Other Factors:-

Participation may be constrained not only by barriers linked with age,
gender, religion, time and income but also by lack of facilities and
opportunities. Studies by Falade (1985) P 484 in lle Ife and Jos have

shown that participation in recreational pursuits was dependent on



the availability of facilities and accessibility by foot to facilities
such as parks, private gardens, school playground, ciubs recreation
grounds, stadia, children playgrounds etc. The study concluded by
endorsing the need to provide more recreational facilities and argued
that their provision will induce usage by the urban population. Studies
in Belfast (Roberts Dench et-al 1989) have also shown how levels of
participation can be lifted and social in equality overcome by

increased facility provision.

240 APPRCACHES TO THE PLANNING OF URBAN RECREATIONAL

241

FACILITIES

There are seven approaches to urban recreational planning, they are
resource, aclivity, behaviours, traditional, innovative, economic and

integrated approaches (Gold 1973 & 1980).

RESOQURCE APPROACH

This approach limits recreational opportunities to the available physical
resources. Therefore areas blessed with numerous resources will have more
opportunities for recreational facilities than otherwise. The approach tends to
emphasize supply rather than demand potentials. Shalfanda (1982) uses
this approach to propose a multi-functional and multi-stage recreation
centre, to cater for both active and passive recreational activities in Yola, the
proposal were based on the physical resources available for recreation in

Yola.
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The main problem associated with the approach is that it fails to recognise
the important of socio-economic and political factors in recreation planning.
This approach could however be useful in non-urban recreation planning,

such as regional resource planning like forestry etc.

ACTIVITY APPROACH

This approach utilize past activity pattemn of the people to determine what to
be provide in the future. The basic assumption behind this approach is that
people would demand only what is being supplied. This approach was
developed by Bannan. Ipinnawa (1977) uses this approach in Zana to plan
for out door recreational activities, about 521 was proposed for, by the year
2000.

The shortcoming of the approach is that it relies on the past trend, hence it
may not respond well in accommodating changes in the future. It however
work best when applied to homogenous population handled by public

agency with limited scope.

BEHAVIOQOURAL APPROACH

This approach considers peoples behaviours with regard to their leisure
time. It sets to identify how, where and when people perform their
recreational activities. this is a function of behavioural pattern of the people.

Therefore time budgets of individuals and social groups are translated into
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public and private opportunities that may require land, facilities and
programmes. Therefore the planning process to be considered will be based
on the users preference and satisfaction. In her study Shitten (1975)
emphasised on the need to adopt the users oriented approach, which meets
the varied needs of the inhabitants, while planning for recreational activities
around Jos metropalitan with the develc:pmeglf some basic standards and
principles.

TRADITIONAL APPROACH

The basic premise behind this approach is that recreational need is
considered along the same line as for other services such as ecfﬁcation,
health etc. If schools are required as tools for public education. So are
recreation facilities required for recreational activities (Geold 1$73). From this
aséumption classification of recreational facilities reflecting different levels of
Geographic area is made.!The usual hierarchy ranges from neighbourhood

lot:to a regional recreational area. After classification, each type of area is

‘then subjected to series of standard, locational concepts and facility

requirements. Al-hassan (1979) apply the concept of hierarchies in the
provision of recreational open spaces. The hierarchies used are tertiary,
secondary and major open spaces, where tertiary will be at neighbourhood
level, secondary at district level and major open space at city centre. The
plaﬁ for Abuja (1979) alsa makes provision for fige recreational hierarchies

between the National and Neighbourhood, ievels with their corresponding
facilities -
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The problem with this method is that if wrong classification method is
adopted it tends to separate areas by form rather than function and Isolate
rather than integrate with wider environment. This issue of standard should
also be viewed with caution, a good standard should reflect the

characteristic of the people it is being adopted to serve.

INNOVATIVE APPROACH

This approach is developed as an alternative to the traditional approach. It's
emphasis is on experimentation, demonstration and citizen participation. it
views out door recreation planning as an incremental process for the
determination of opportunities based on expressed goals and objectives of
residents. The allocation of public resources for out door recreation is a
direct reflection of residents values. These values are expressed in the
opportunities, space standard and priorities selected from alternatives by the

representative body of the residents or their advocates.

The main problem with the approach may be seen in terms of time lag which

may arise as a result of peoples involvement in planning and decision

making process. Other than that, people may not know what is best for them
com

e : i
hence the out of such involvement may not be the best. This is more so

in a society where the majority of the people are not educated therefore
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cannot adequalely evaluate their problems or contnbute meanngfully

towards solving them.

ECONOMIC APPROACH

This approach employs neo-classical economic theory of free market
demand and supply mechanism. Thus the amount, type and location of
recreational opportunities are determined by the economic base of the
people. More emphasis is therefore laid on the guestion of charges by
Government versus Private responsibilities in providing appropriate facilities.
It émploys cost-benefit analysis methods in evaluating alternative proposals.

On the whole, the price determines what to be supplied.

Developed by Clawson and Knetch, it is a sophisticated approach reguiring
similarly sophisticated statistical techniques to analyse aiternative. Though
helpful in rationalizing the cost-effectiveness of public parks and other
recreatlonal facmtles it has a shortcoming in that pubiic recreation should
not be based on just économlc principles, the issue of welfare should be of

paramount importance,

INTERGRATED APPROACH

This approach combines some aspects of the above approaches. It was first

developed and used for California out door recreation plan. There 1s no



Known complete application of the approach, only some aspects of it have been
tried in some states in the U.S.A.

The approach involves the following:-

(i) Inventories and evaluation of existing recreation resources and

facilities.

(i)  ldentification of user group and their economic characteristics.

(i)  Estimation of recreation supply in terms of potential resources.

(iv)  Translation of these requirements into recreation plan.

The integrated approach is selected for its advantages over others.
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CHAPTER THREE

POLICIES AND APPROACHES TO THE PLANNING AND
DEVELOPMENTOF RECREATIONAL FACILITIES IN JALINGO

INTRODUCTION

This chapter reviews the policies and approaches to the danning and
development of recreational facilities in Jaiingo"""nwith a view to identifying
their imitations. It also assesses the pattern of development of exisling

recreational facilities in Jalingo.

3.1.1 THE JALINGO URBAN AREA

3.11.1.LOCATION

Jalingo the headquarter of Taraba State is located in the northem part of the
state, between latitude 8 48' North and longitude 11 5 East(Fig. 3.01)Jalingo
is well linked to all parts of the state and other parts of the country, the

federal highways and regional roads link Jalingo to other parts of the state.

3.11.2 THE URBAN AREA BOUNDARY

The Jalingo urban area is defined by a 16km radius from centre of the town,

in this case the emirs palace was considered as the centre of the town.

b
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3.20 POLICIES FOR RECREATIONAL PLANNING AND
DEVELOPMENT IN JALINGO

The policy considers recreation as an important activity undertaken

during one's leisure in anticipation of intellectual, physical and social

growth of the individuals. It helps in improving citizenship and other

qualities of human development.

The main thrust of the recreation policies are:-

(1)  To provide and opfimise the use of recreational faciiities.

(2) To encourage and increase the participation in recreational
activities for the greater number of the population.

(3) To have recreation treated as a social service.

(4)  To provide a range of social, psychological and physiological
benefit such as the maintenance of moral standard,
improvement in social welfare, enjoyment of leisure and

improvement in citizens health.

3.21 THE RECREATIONAL PROGRAMME

To achieve the stated objectives the following recreational programmes
were slated for Jalingo:
(1) Fields for recreation are to be provided in all residential

neighbourhoods, primary and secondary schools.

(2) To maintain and upgrade existing recreational facilities in Jalingo.

(3) There is to be a sports complex in an area along Numan road, it
would provide other facilities such as tennis, squash court, a club
house, parking and informal open spaces.

(4)  Avregional park/garden is to be establish inan area of about 30(ha)
along old Bali road, also to be established are children's amusement
park and community parks to be located in strategic locations within

. the town.

(5) There is to be establish a state motel and a library complex.

THE PLANNING APPROACH ADOPTED

Using the fraditional approach based on the expected growth in population

of Jalingo, the master plan made the following recreational proposals, viz.

(1) Neighbourhood parks, playfields, community parks, Town/City park, a
stadium complex and a regional park. On the whole about 100 hactres

of land is expected to have been developed by the year 2000.

The Taraba state Arts Council

The council came into existence with the creation of the state
in 1991. It operates through edict No.17 of 1989 of the former
Gongola state.

The council is saddled with the responsibility of fostering,
encouraging and promoting the arts and culture of the state in
the following ways:-

Organising or assist financially or otherwise the holding of
exhibitions, performance or festivals of the arts and culture.
Lay down the rules under which competition in the arts shall
be held.

THE MINISTRY OF LAND AND SURVEYS

This ministry has four departments, Town planning, Surveys, Land

Administration and finance. The ministry formulates policies with

regards to the use of land throughout the state, and also policies with

regards to urban and regional development. They allocate land for

the development of recreational facilities. About 171 hectare or 6% of

the urban land use have been allocated for recreation and open

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space development. However investigation shows that only 0.4% (10
hectare) are actually devoted for recreational use, the remaining area
have been taken over by individuals and Government establishments

for residential or other developments.

The Taraba Urban Planning and Development Authority:- The authority

makes plan for all recreational areas and also  responsible  for  the

developments of parks and garden.
E THE JALINGO LOCAL GOVERNMENT

The local government as a third tier of government in Nigeria, carry
out the development of some recreational facilities concurrently with
the state government, such facilities includes community and local

recreation centres, parks/garden and other public open spaces.

The Ministry of Education provides and maintain facilities in post-

primary and tertiary institutions within Jalingo.

PRIVATE ORGANISATIONS
Some organisations provide recreational facilites as commercial

ventures e.g. cinemas, restaurants, hotels etc.

The study discovered that the main source of revenue to these
agencies is the state statutory budget (allocation) and about 93% of
the fotal revenue is spent as recurrent expenditure during the period

(1892-1998) leaving only 7% surplus for capital projects.

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Out of the 12 proposed projects only the state library was successfully
completed, the state motel is under construction while the proposed stadium
complex has been abandoned. Ali others projects are not executed. Though not all
the facilities can be said to be required, studies from survey indicates high demand

for some of these facilities.

3.51 LIMITATIONS OF THE EXISTING POLICIES AND APPROACH

The followings were identified as the limitations of the policies and approach
to the planning.and development of recreational facilities in jalingo.

(i) Lack of public participation:- The policy do not set up any machinery

to.involve other sectors (communities,private and voluntary organisations) in the
decision making, planning and implementation of
recreational projects. Public agencies formulate and implement policies with no
input from other sectors. |
(i)  Finance:- The main sources of revenue to these agencies has been
the Slate statutory allocation (budget) the meagre financial base of the state and the
local Governmént which all depend on the federal Government allocation couid
not warrant the allocation of fund for projects execution. Between 1992-1998 only
about 7% of the statutory 'allocalion was given to these agencies (source. Taraba
state planning commission). The agencies therefore tend to place their priorities
eleswhere as they have numerous commitments that needs attention. Between

1992-1998 only about 1.7% of the fund
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(iii)

allocated to these agencies were devoted to recreational

development (field work 1998).

Therefore no mechanism was made by the policy to source for fund
for execution of projects. The government would have made
arrangement or negotiate with some development banks e.g., the
urban development bank and enter into joint agreement to fund

recreational projects.

institutional:- There are mulitiple agencies responsibie or involved in
recreational development in  Jalingo, these agencies operate
independently with no inter-agency co-ordinations, as there was no
legal frame-work for their operations as such. This poor working
relationship leads to misconception of job responsibilities, as their is
no clear cut definition on which agency handles the implementation of
recreation projects proposed in the master plan. For instance the
implementation of the stadium project is under the ministry of
information, youths, sports and culture, while the park are under both
the Taraba urban planning and development authority and the
ministry of Agriculture and Natural resources. The local government
also shares the responsibility for the development of parks/garden
within the town. These multiple use of agencies leads to duplication

of programme and waste of resources.



Generally the proposals arrived at by the Jalingo pfan is unrealistic for
implementation, to develop the proposals over =N=2.00 Billion is needed (field wark
- 1998) relating these with the allocations made to agencies responsible for
recreational development in  Jalingo (=N=3m\yearj (Taraba State Planning
Commissidn) thg proposais were of course unrealistic. In essence the plan suffered
from the poor knowiledge of the economic environment it was adopted to serve 1t

was &lso noted that not all the proposals were actuaily required by the residents.

These limitations therefore suggest in adequacies in the planning policies and

appcroach to the development of recreational facililies in Jalingo.

Commercial

Commercial uses include deparimental stores, market, whole sale,
and mixed retail/residential areas. The greatest concentration of
commercial development are located in areas within the Jalingo main
market, along Palace and Barade ways and the areas close to the

motor park along Wukari-Yola road.

Industriai

Industrial land in_this context refers to formal premises engaged in
manufacturing both heavy medium and small scale levels. The later
which are mainly informal, {raditional and craft industries located at
present largely within the residential compounds. An area of about

102 hectares is proposed for an industrial estate along Wukari road.

Public and Semi-Public

This category includes all educational institutions both western and
Arabic, places of worships, governiment institutions and parastatais.
Jalingo as a state capital has attracted the development of new
administrative buildings and the conversions of residential uses to
administrative land use or public land use. The state secretariat
building, the Judiciary and the house of assembly building are located
away from the commercial centres but in close harmony with existing

and proposed residential areas for the Jow medium income earners.
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In all there are about 639.8 hectares covering 23% of the total

developed land.

(E) Recreation/Open Space

This refer to areas reserve for recreational purpose as well as forest
reserves, cemeteriess and major branch of roadsides landscaping.

This category occupy about 6% of urban Jalinga.

(F)  Roads/Streets (Transportation}

Land use types included under this category are such activities as
petrol filling stations, fuel depots, motor park, bus stop and other
transport facilities. The uses so defined occupy about §% of urban
Jalingo; Local and Service road are not included as they have been

included in the gross residential area.

Institutional Recreational Facilities:- These are facilities provided

for the exlusive use of specialised groups such as schools, in all 14
iﬁstitulional playfields/grounds have been identified and distributed as
follows 4 in Sintali, 2 in Turaki and Barade, 1 in Sarkin-Dawakin
Majidadi. and 4 in Kona ward respectively. There are no equipment
within the play grounds attached to the primary schoois, while in the
secondary schools and the college of education play fields, facilities
include football pitch, basket and valley ball courts.

Quantity

The Jalingo land use allocated 171 hectares or 6% of the urban land
use for recreation and open spaces. Investigation shows only 0.4% or
10 hectares are actually devoted to recreational use, the remaining
area (5.06) ailogated for recreation and open spaces have been taken
by individuals and' government establishments for residential
developments or for other uses. Also the existing facilities were not
the proposed facilities by the Jalingo master plan. Different recreation
planning agencies have recommended standards by which
recreational facilities ought to be provided. Most of these agencies for

instance agree that between 4-7 acres is required for play ground, or

- that there should be 1 acre to every 1000 persons. Again that play

ground ought to be located between 0.4km-1.2km of every home. As
for the play fields, which are usually meant for children over 15 years

and other adults, the standard stipulate that there be 1 acre per 800
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persons and that every home should not be farther than 0.8km 1o a
play field. Also at least a park is expected to be providedin each

neighbourhood.

It is also recommended that there should be 1.2 acres for
viewingcentres and cinemas for every 20,000 persons, 3 acres is
required for library to every 30,000 persons. Table 3.06 show that
there are about 8 play grounckand 7 play fields in Jalings, it should be
.noled, that éllil the play grounds/play fields beiong to schools or
institutions, {herefore not commonly accessible for general public use.
The 8 play groundscover about 2.86 acres, while the play fieldscover

about 10.7 acres. The viewing centre cover's 0.3 acre while the

cinemas cover just 0.64 acres, the hibrary has 0.14 acres coverage.

Going by the Jalingo population of 102,841 of 1996 and a projected
popuiation of about 108,892 for 1998, using the standard suggested
by the planning agencies, Jalingo would need 108.8 acres of play
grounds (at 1 acre/1000 persons) and 136 acres of play fieids (at 1
acref800 persons). However going by the local standard suggested
by the Technical College Ibadan (1969) for Ibadan city; Jegede U.R.P
department A.B.U (1981) for Lagos city; Engkebe U.R.P Department
A.B.U (1988) for Abuja, 1 acre to 3000 persons is recommended for

The existing recreationa! facilities tend towards being over-utilized.
For instance, in the College of Education play fields, where an
average of 25 to 30 users, visit the tennis court each day. games are
started every day between 3.30p.m to 4pm. p.m and ends 7-7.30
p.m, there is the tendency of some players not playing or have longer

waiting period. Students are often deprived from using the facility by

 the visitors, mostly members of the civil service senior staff club, who

visit the courts daily. this also applies to the badminton and baskef
balt court. There tend to be over crowndness in other facilities as well,
especia“y on weekends when more users visit these facilities. A
survey of facility users was conducted during the week and at

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CHAPTER FOUR

POTENTIALS FOR THE PLANNING AND DEVELOPMENT OF
RECREATIONAL FACILITIES IN JALINGO

This chapter identifies the potentials for the development of recreational
facilities in Jalingo urban area. The potentials cover the demand and

physical resources within Jalingo.

PHYSICAL RESOURCES
This include land and water bodies obtainable within the boundaries of

Jalingo urban area (fig. 4.01)

WATER RESQURCES

The main water resource within Jalingo urban that could be available for
recreational development is the River Lamurde and the few streams within
tﬁe\town: However the problem with the river as a potentials is that it.has an
imegular flow pattern, in the wet season it is characterised by flooding
followeﬁ by recession and low water levels. most of the flcod plains along

the river valleys are liable to flooding during the wet season.

LAND RESQURCES POTENTIAL
The Jalingo urban area covers 48 250 (hectares). Some 5.7% or 2757.4
(hectares) of this area is buit-up. The remaining land area of 45,493

(hectares) (94.3%) of the urban area are undeveloped, of this total about
672a :
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5459 (hectares) (12%) being scenic area (Hills), could be considered to

posses some physical qualities that could be exploited for recreationai

activities, The remaining are agricultural lands, acquifer recharge areas and

flood plains.

Although land is plentiful outside built-up areas there is however the

problem of accessibility to such lands by potential users, if developed

as recreational area, it is therefore not considered very useful for

urban recreational planning, such potentials may be considered at a

regional scale. There are some parcels of land scattered within the
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built-up areas, this is comprised of major incidental open spacés, land
secured from the original owners for some projects which are yet to
take up. the proposed amusement park is an example, cther vacant
land include the green areas along the valleys of the various streams
crossing the town. The existing recreational open spaces from cluster
to the town level are also considered as parts of the potential, This s
because their re-organisation could lead to improvement of

recreational opportunities of the towns population.

Table 4.02 presents the distribution of the various land resources

discussed above.

DEMAND POTENTIALS

Based on the land use map showing the ared limit of Jalingo in 1979,
1991 when it was declared a state capital and now (1998). The
direction and rate of growth in physical size of Jalingo was
established. Using the trend observed, the direction of growth and
ared coverage of Jalingo for year 2015 was established, as shown in
table 4.07: below. The growth h as been taking place mainly in Kona
ward (the urban peripheral ward) and this is expected to continue, as
it is the only area with ample spaces. Therefore all the expected

expansion would add to the growth of this ward.

The Jukuns, Wurkum, Tiv, Kutebs, as
well as other ethnic minorities like the Panso, Chamba elc together
with the business oriented Igho and Yoruba people from the Southern
Part of Nigeria constitute about 27% of the population of Jalingo.

Educational Level

From the survey of the six wards In Jalingo, the proportion of the
population with post-secondary education is highest in Turaki ward
with 56%. Residents of this ward are mostly cvil servants of medium
and high ranking officers. Kona ward has 33.3% population with post-
secondary education, .Majidadi and Sarkin{\iawéki have higher
population with secondary education, 48.7 and 40% respectively. On
the whole the population of Jalingo can be said to be literate, some
556% of fhe population have acquired secondary and post-
secondary education. Those recorded as not being literate make up

11.2%. Table 4.10 and Figure: 4.03 filustrate these facts.

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4.3.2.2 ECONOMIC CHARACTERISTICS

Economic characteristics of the population has a st.rong influence on both
the volume and structure of recreational demand, it determines the capacity
to pay for recreational pursuit as well as the ability to support and sustain
facilities.

The economic characteristics of respondents was determined using the
following indices.

(a) Employment and Occupational Pattemn

The survey recorded some proportion of the population of Jalinge as
unempioyed (18.3%). These unempioyed population are mostly
young people with age, ranging between 20-35 years. This achive
population have high recreational need but with little demand to pay
for the aclivity.

The predominant occupation in Jalingo as revealed by the survey is
government service, It constitute 45.4% followed by the self-

employed 20.2 then private sector employee 15.1%

(b) House-Hold Income

Income delermines money available and the ability to pay for
recreational pursuits, However a shortcoming in this aspect of the
study is peoples unwillingness to give their true income. Even when
they are assured that a research such as this has nothing to do with
taxation, they still f6,':"‘-:‘1reluct::mt to give the correct figure of their
income. In this situation, occupation was combined with whatever

figure was given to arrive at a reasonable income value.
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
