CHAPTER TWO

HISTORICAL EVOLUTION OF CHURCH ARCHITECTURE
20  INTRODUCTION

In this chapter, relationship is established between  Architecture and Titurgy in the
ccclesiastical architecture, especially through the past.  The past movement as revealed by case
study spans along the period of time towards the establishment of this Hypothesis.  Two major
forces operating (The tabernacle of meeting and The Temple both of the Jews as recorded in
Jewish history' dates back 1o about BC 2430 and BC 974 respeclively) have been majorily
symbolic of worship.

Far back as BC 2500 the Jews had synagogues which also had some influence on
Ecclesiastical Architecture. The Synagogues were places of fellowship and shanng of scripture, a
[unction which church building also perform. The new festament presents the Jewssh tabernacle
of meeting as shadows of Chnst and the Bom agam person as as a temple of the Holy spint while

presenting the Church as the body and fulness of Christ'.

2.1 ARCHITECTURAL STYLE IN CIHHURCH HISTORY
The Church, over the period ol history has been mother 10 many styles ol Architeclure,
The list below traces the principal styles that has been uscd.

Opinion differs on the ideal plan for a charch, There are those who consider the plan of
the Basilica as the ultimate form. Yet others say that the cruciform plan of the Gothie Cathedral is
the pertect solution. The great variety of plans that have been used over the centuries may lead
one to assume that neither the perfect solution has yet been found nor the ultimate plan yol
evolved.

What 1s true of the plan of the church 1s equally true of its design. tor the church has
evolved and developed to meet gradual changes i construction methods as well as ilurgy.
problems of structure are constantly being solved and the opportumitics ol planning more m lunc
with Liturgical requirements are increasingly possible.  Many structural forms of the past have

become obsolete and new ones are taking their place.

22 ROMAN ARCHITECTURE CHURCHES A.D. 365

The Roman dwelling was admirably adaptable 1o Christian usage.  The inner spares could
be uscd for the mass, the impulsion for baptism ctc. The Liturgy that eriginated here progressed
naturally to the Basilica church which was to follow. The Churches built al ilus time were
principally of two types: The ROTUNDA or Central Vertical asis ¢.g. San Siefano, Rome AD.

468 or the Longitudinal axis known as the BASILICA. Fip 2,1



Wlile oftiwr tvpes of churclics were buill during the carly centuries  thraughout
Chirsttandom, it was in the Roman Basilica that the Liturgy of the Weslern Church reached it's
high poind of dewvelopmeni. This Basilican Liturgy has come down {o this dav cssentially
unchanged and had great influence on the architectural periods and Lorms which have followed.

The basilica of San Clemento A.ID. 320, presents a perfect example of a primitive church.
Everything is conventional and in the "Staus quo™ the partivo, the atnum, the choir sereen and the
ambosx. Thiy is achicved in many ways by giving it an isolated and raiscd position and by making it

free standing by s balanced design and the use of choice matenaly, Fig 2.2

23  BYZANTINE ARCHITECTURE CIIURCHES A.D. 324-158th Century

In A.D. 527 Justinian ascended the throne of the Eastern (Roman) empire, A devout
Christian and a greal organiser, his forty years of autocratic rule had a profound cflect in
Byzanlinge Culture. He saw himself divinely appointed both to lead the Chnstion Chorch and to
assemble and revive the old Roman cmpire, with Ravenna as (he Wostern sub capilal and
constantinople as new Rome.

Justinian's reign marks the adoption of the centrally planned domed churclt as the main
building from and rejection of the basilica (as retained by the West).

The torm wag tound, with a central nave and surrounding ambulatory (a cireular aisle).
DDomes have always beon a feature of Eastrern architesture, probably because to the castorn minds
they appear mfinite,

Byzantine architecture was cssentially centripetal whereas wostern Christian architecture

created long vistos down a narrow nave - the visual Climax being the sanctuary at the far end, The
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most incredible Church in*Chrstaindom.  The “HAGIA SOPHIA® (holy wisdom in Greek) ADD.
537 can be considered the oulstanding achicvement of the Byzanting era.

The fierce boldness of the Santa sophia represents the antithesis of the Logic of the Roman
architceture and the perfectionism of the classical Greek style. It is an example of architccture

intended not to impress and overwhelm, but to stir one's decpest sentiments in religion. Fig 2.3

2.4,  THE EARLY CHRISTIAN CHURCHES 4TI - 12TH CENTURY

It was emperor constantine (of old Roman empire) who pave oflicinl recogrstion fo
Christianity in A.DD. 313, until that ime Christians liad been forced (o meet in secret places, The
carly Christians found that the Basilica type of building were well suited to the requirements of
their worship and they began to build in imitation of them. When Constantine tn A.12. 330 moved
his capitat from Rome to Byzantium which became known as Conslanlinople, he buill a Basilica in
his new capital and splendid churches in Bethlehem and Jerusalenw  He had a perevhar preference
tor cireular building”, 'I'he.iBasilican plan was based on the Roman Basihca which was an indcgral
pari of the forum complex in which there was the law court and the commercid complex. The
dogma of the Roman churches was built in a few words.  The sced of the spiritust nature
implanted by baptism and nourished by the body and blood of Christ through the participation in
the eucharist. Baptism was done in a baptismal font by the entance into the building having a
room of its own attached to the entrance. It is a pre-requisite for becoming a member of the body
of Christ (Baptism means unmersion).  The narthex which was the space after the entrance and
separated by a vailing or a wall from the nave for specific reasons signitied man's need for God.
He had to cross a barrier consciously by believing, while the repetition of columns taward the ;il!ar

symbolised a transition from death to life’,
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It is belicved that the altar which is at the West cnd of a Basilica is the place al which carth
reaches up towards heaven, In a Chrishan context, i serves as the table [or the sacrifice and
supper of the faithiuls and at the same time as the place at which God appears {o us in the
Eucharist, the altar even without a tabemmacle is the Huonce of Christ.  And because a throne is the
symbol of a tuler, the altar used in carlier times was scen as the svmbol of Christ,

In the ideal Church, the altar is clearty marked out as the true sanciuary, as the heart of the

plan. Fig 2.4

1.8 ROMANESQUE CHURCUHES: AD. 8STH-12TH CENTURY

The Romanesqus architecture which gpread throughout the western part of the old Roman
empire and also Poland and Scandinavia was largely ccclesiagtical.  The requirements and
discipline of the Church moulded this new style of the builder. Where ever the Roman Catholie
Church was, the building was Romanesque’. Iig 2.5

The Romancsque period had churches with many vadations {Regional) depending on
changing social and relipious necds of the people. It was clear from the churches of this period
that the provalend idea of the church was that of the temple unto God. This is ¢vident in the
movement of the movement of the altar to the east wall, the priest performed the Liturpical act of
Worship assisted by scliers and witnessed by the people, while facing the altar, he porformed
solernn ceremonry on iheir behatf. The nave was made to accommeodate shrines. The stattoning of
the cross within the church also received wide acceptance at about this tinw. This period spanned
about five centuries and witnessed a lot of variations form place 1o place though carving th

ceniral thought.



2.6 GOTHIC CHURCHES 1I2TH-17TH CENTURY

The spintual symbolism was the driving force behind the adoption ol the siyle ol
architecture.  The cathedral was the house of God - not merely a place where needs were covered
and words whispered. It represented supernatural reality created to salisly the need for an
architecture that reflected a deep religions experience.  There were significant practical advantages
1o the Cothic system. The pointed arch allowed architects 1o vault over almost any ground plan,
however complicated and claborate.

Flying buttresses made it feasible (o build higher and o open sold walls, thus creatng,
spaces for large windows. Thus interior spaces were tilled with light.

The particular and most shriking construction of the Gothic ape was towards (he expression
of liturgy in form, use of materials such as stained glass, marble and brick. Most ol the Cathedra
therefore looked alike. For example the facade of the collegiate church of Nantes is very similar 1o
that of Notre Dame de pans (A.D. 12th-13th Centurics). The retum of the altar (o a2 position
between the ofliciating minister and nave in some churches showed o renewed understanding ot
worship as corporate rather than individual, Fig 2.6
2. 1.7 RENAISSANCE CHURCHES: A.D. ISTH-19TH CENTURY

Italian Renaissance is characterised by massive rusticaled buildings sparscly decorated and
fortress like ¢.g. Spiritual church Florence. Sce fig 2.7

In the French Renaissance, the Gothic tradition was carricd on, and oven when it was
abandoned, a lot of varicty and restlessness still remained, in the wild rool scapes consisting, of
sprrelets,

Dutch and English Renaissance was characterised by strap work. extravagant glazing.

fancitully shaped pables e.p. St. Paul Cathedral, London.
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28  ECLECTIC CHURCHES: AD. 19TH CENTURY

Itahan - Neo - Classicism reached its Zemth in Amaldo - Fershins St Peter and St. Paul -
a building, that comprises of a hemuspherical dome perched on a ¢hest box, with & plan of a Greck
cross,  In the Eclectic period, there wee many identifiable styles.  Austere classicism for public
buildings and half timbering cottage styles and jass - modemnism Tor houses.  Also, there was o

strong sense of anempting to promote individualirv. Fig 2.8

2,9 MODERN CHURCHES: A.D. 19TH-20TH CENTURY

The devastation caused by the 2nd world War, the development of new and exciing
techniques of building and a theological recovery within the church of the tull Biblical mcaning of
the ecelesia and its liturgy together provided the church with a splendid opportumty lor creating a
living architecture, an architecture firmly rooted in tradition and vet wholly of its time. ig 2.9

Modern architecture is not simply a matter of stylistic convention, new malterials and
structural system, [t is also the product of radical approach to butllding which breaks through the
crust of formal concept (o the underlying social reahities.  Human activities, relationsiaps and
values which the building exist to serve and articulate.

Thus, the design of a house will start from the consideration ol a particular patiern ol
family lite, that of a school from the analysis of a curriculum, that of factory Irom the paticnt
unravelling of a manufacturing process and so on.  Applied to a church, this kind of approach wili
involve forgetting all about apses, spired and stained glass. Tt will mean thinking, not mercly about
visual relationship between font and altar but also about theological relationship between baptisin

and Fucharist, not about pulpit and lecterns but about ministry of the word.
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It will mean about all, asking basic questions about nature of the Chnstian commumity

iself, its distinctive and characteristic activitics and ifs relation to society at large.

2.10  CHURCH HISTORY IN NIGERIA

Leadership crises, revolt and disintegration among Christians in Nigena dated bark to the
inception of Churches in the country, and these dividing factors still prevail in the churches woday.

Christianity was cffcctively cstablished in Nigernia in the 18th century when religious
societics in England senl oul missionaries (o convert,

C.MLS. was founded as the missionary arm of the Anglican church of England, and closc
on the heels of C.M.S. were the church of Scotland foreign mission commitice (C.S.FNLCL) and
the united Presbytenan mission (U.P.M.).

With the abolition of slave trade, religions bodies began taking mcreased inferest in the
conversion of Africans but the high mortality of Europeans along the coast eticctively hindered
their progress. Finally, Africans were trained as mussionaries and carried the greatest burden of the
work of the church. Large numbers of these mussionarics nugrated o the Cities along the coast.
especially to Abeokuta and Lagos where both Methodist and Anglican Missionarics had begun
work in 1842 and 1846 respectively.

In 1846, Rev. Samucl Ajayi Crowther became the first African 1o be consceraied Iishop
of the Niger Diocese. Al his death, the Hamiltion = Allen Clergy recommended that an European
should succeed him.  This aroused the hostility of many Nigerians against the domination of the
Local churches by foreign clergymen., Such leadership roles, coupled with the determination of

C.M.S. to maintain an English episcopate which will effectively control its activitics, resulied in a
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revoll among some African members of the church and led to the estabhshment of the Alncan
church movement.

Similar policies pursued by the Mcthodists and Baptist also resulied in steady growth ol
disgruntled and disillusioned Africans who began 1o move out of the mssions to cstablish the
African Churches. The United African Methodist Church (UAMC) was formed in 1917 by a
group of expelled Methodists who had been found guilty of marrying more than one wife.

It was not until 1857 that the C.M.S. succeeded in penctrating the heart of Ibo landd by
opening a station in Onitsha. Later in 1885, the Roman Catholic Mission (R.C.N) was also
established in the town. The Church of Scotland Mission (C.S.M) had however been operating in
the Cross River Basin since 1846,

Larly attempts to bring Christianity to the Northern part of Nigena were unsuccessiul
because of the vastness of the area, the difliculty i linding an casy roule tor travethng mussionarics
and the existence of an already large and expanding number of practising Muslims who were
hostile to the spread of a new religion in their land.

The Sudan interior mission (5.1.M) then succeeded aller several alfempts in establishing aa
station at Pategi (now in Niger State). Today, the S.LM. is the largest single mission m Northern
Nigeria with about 101 missionary stations.

Pentccostalism was first noticed through a man called Joseph Babalola around 1230 who
was a slark illiterate but was ministcring under a new unction of the Holy Spimit. Through oral
information, it was discovered that Babalola hailed from Odo-owa in the present Ohe-cio local
government area of Kwara State in Nigeria, Based in Hesha, Oyo State. he was said (o have a
touch of God. He showed this by healings, miracles and wonders ministered o people on the

ground floor while standing on the balcony of his upstair residence. Though poor communication
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hampered his wide spread, this unction was [ater denominationalised through C.A.C. Around
1970, there was another maridestation through one J.K,. Solomon. Later Iyanda took owver the
balon and eventuaily, the great charismatic movement emerged which was pioncered by
Archbishop Benson Idahosa,  Simultancously, there were gradual infittration of peniccosialism to
the Northen part of Nigeria. Churches ke Living Faith World outrcach, Deeper Tife Bible
Church with headquarters in Lagos, Rhema Chapel International Churches with headguariers in
Norin, Nigeria blew open and many other ministries spread across the nation making Pentocostal
churches a houschold name in Nigena.

These churches are founded on common biblical background which includes cmphasis on
preaching the concentrated Gospel and ministering spintual power to human beings through the
anpinting of the Holy Spiit.

Residential houses, ware houses and in fact any intemal spacious accommodation are now
converted to Penfccostal churches,  Crusade grounds have now become paramount in the
propagation of the gospel.

In the old testament times, when David and Solomon were kings over Israel respectively.
Jerusalem was the spiritual and adminsstrative Headguarters of the nation of Isracl it was the scat
of the Jewish Temple.

The new lestament gave birth 1o the first century church which had uts headquarters al
Jerusalem where missionaries were sent out, It was the scat of the chicf Apostle in person of
Apostle Peter. The Apostles usually travelled around other cities o oversee the local churches and
plant new ones as and when due.  They constitute local adminisiraiors and appomicd leaders (o
manage (his spiritual centres.  This style administration still obtainable in both otherdox and

Pentecostal circles today.'”) See Fig 3.1 and 3.2

problems.

3.4 PENTECOSTAL APPROACH TO CHURCH ADMINISTRATION

Christian beliefs and practices. The dynamism of this movement also has intluence on s mode of
administration.

The administration is a more centralized and integrated within the headguarter complex
where adequate facilitics for effective administration are available, This has ¢nsure and lacilitated
corporate participation, bilateral communication, accountability, training, regular conventions,
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retreat, congresses, seminars and awareness programmes all of which are orgamzed to foster unity

and aid the spread of the work of the Gogpel. It also allows for doctrinal unifornuty of faith,

3.5  TIIE NEED FOR INTEGRATES FACILITIES

Al the moment, administralive problem exist in the minisiry and this is not because there
arc no capable hands to administer but due to problem lack of facilities.

The adminisirative structure is also haphazardly focated due to lack of cenral facilities i.c.
The Directorate of Pastoral care is Jocated i Lagos and receive info.tmatiltm from Tlorin for her
Operation.  This leads to constant need to travel from Lagos to Jlorin, The Word Ouireach Arm
(GAWO) is located in Britain and Kenya and United State and also plagucd by distance and
communication problems.

At the Headquarters, the word processing unit, the office of the president and Bible
Training Institute exist at different locations from what is oflicially available ax the main
administrative olficc. Because of this disintegration of functional units of the minisiry, cliectives
co-ordination and management has not been easy and it as in tum atfects the actual olacrgxtion amd
purswit of the ministry objcctives.

All the above reason coupled with the enortnous cost implication of having to rent facilitics

for this administrative function culminated into the need to build an integraied facititics.

4.1  HISTORICAL PROFILE OF ILORIN
41.1 REGIONAL I_,()CATI()II\T

Tiorin is a town located on the South Western part of Nigeria. [ is the capital fown ol
Kwara State by virtue of the state crcation decree of 1967, Before then, i saved as the
capitalheadquarters of Horin provide in the old Northern Region. 1t is a town Tounded scveral
hundreds of years back. Originally, it was occupicd by the Yorubas, ‘The T¥h cenfury Sokoty
Jihad which extended its frontiers to many parts of Northcm Nigetia reached ilorin, the l-"uﬁm is
tater inhalited the town as a result of the spread of Islam to the Southern Part of Nigenia,

Todn is generally regarded as the gateway between the Nortﬁcm and Southemn parts of
Nigeria. 1t is classified as a middle belt arca.  Hs central location accounts Lot its modorate climale
as the elfect of both the North-Easterly Trade Winds and the Scuth-West Trade winds are felt at
one time or the other in the year. Civil servanis always hke to live there becauge of chimatic
favourability.

The land 1s generally flat except for some excmpbons like the Sobi Fills and Qowing nivers
Ike Asa, Aluko and Ogun Rivers that waters the Old City.  River Asa flows across the town and
almost bisect it inlo the old and new districts.  The growth of Horin started i 1800 but mare
rapidly since 1968 when it became the capital city of Kwara State. The population of Horin as atl

1980 was 436,000, It was estimated that it would be about 337,000 by the year 1990.



4.1.2 Sefflement Pattern

Tlorin is a typical twin city scomingly divided into lwo districts, namely traditional and the
new Administrative Districls. The two districls are pIﬁfsicall}‘ divided by River Asa with the
traditional setilement on the West Bank while the new Adniinistrative bloch cecupies the castern
bﬁh}{ of the river.

4.3. PHYSICAL DATA ANALYSIS
4.3.1 Geology And Soil

The type of soil that generally covers Horn township 1s made up of mainly laterite subsirata
ol undifferential basement complex of metamorphic rock.

The town is located in the Southem part of Kwara Staie m an undulating plan. - he major
contour lines of 300 metres passes through the heart of the town in a semiciriuar dature towards
the ground rise from bath the west and the cast.
